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100 Years by connie & Diana

This year marks the 100th year of the
Chinese republic. It seems a fitting time to
reflect upon the flag.

A flag is a symbol of a country. In Taiwan,
our flag is colored blue, white, and red. It
has a dark blue rectangle in the upper left
corner with a white sun having 12 rays
that symbolize the months of the year.
The flag was designed by Lu Hao-tung in
1895 and adopted as the national flag on
December 17, 1928.

Each color on the flag has a special
meaning. Blue represents democracy.
Red represents nationalism. And white represents the livelihood of people. The flag showed be

raised after sunrise and lowered before sunset. We should stop raising and lowering the flag if

the weather is not good. The flag should be preserved in a box, and you must not use it to cover

or package something. You should not write or draw anything on the flag, and you must not use

the flag as a tablecloth or a cushion. You can not use a tattered flag. The proper way to
respectfully Aretireo a flag that is torn or t.

Several years ago our school would conduct a flag raising ceremony in the early morning. The
flag was raised by students from different departments in the five-year program. However, when
the school became a university, this ceremony was no longer required. In some ways, not having
the ceremony has caused problems. For example, since the flag now remains flying throughout
the day and night, it can easily become damaged. A flag flying in this condition no longer shows
respect for our country.

The second problem is that since the flag is no longer raised or taken down on a regular basis,
no one takes the opportunity to inspect the flag for wear. The number of people who actually look
up at the flag to check its condition is probably very fewd if any at all. So it is common for the flag
to fly in an undignified condition for a long time.

If you should notice
that it is damaged, please let the staff in the General
Services Office know. They will replace the old flag with a
! new one.

Just as all of us wish and deserve to be respected, so does
